On Thursday, November 19, 2020, The Network of Universities from the Capitals of Europe UNICA organizes the 30th UNICA General Assembly & Rectors Seminar. Opened by the UNICA president, prof. On behalf of the University of Bucharest, assoc. prof. Sorin Costreie, vice-rector of the University of Bucharest and member of the UNICA Steering Committee, will chair the second session, which will address the challenges and opportunities met by the universities in the new pandemic context.

The last session of the event will tackle the role of higher education in the configuration of a future society.
