Main topics addressed 
· The main topics that will be addressed during the course are:
· International ocean governance: The institutional framework
· Maritime governance: The case of maritime spatial planning 
· International ocean governance: Energy at sea 
· Marine scientific research: The institutional framework
· Environmental law: Response to plastic pollution
· Institutional governance of marine living resources
· International Conventions on Maritime Law 
The assessment will take place in December 2021 and will be based on a take-home examination of 24 hours.
Students are expected to follow all courses in the block to qualify for the final examination. Participating students will receive a certificate of attendance.
This course is part of the European University of Ocean Sciences, a coordinated set of activities and programmes within CIVIS which explore vital questions for Europe's marine and maritime environments.
