[bookmark: _GoBack]'In 1989 Quentin Smith suggested that ‘instead of dividing indexicals into demonstratives and pure indexicals, we should divide uses of indexicals into demonstrative uses and pure indexical uses’. In my talk, I shall discuss Smith’s suggestion. Firstly, I shall discuss the general criteria for distinguishing the two types of uses. Secondly, I shall discuss some applications of the distinction which seems to give us a neat account for dealing with the answering machine puzzle and with some atypical uses of the first-person pronoun. Finally, I shall briefly discuss the relation of the distinction to the use-conditional account of meanings and some typologies of uses of expressions.'
